A Look Back at the 2023 Eugene O’Neill Festival

The 2023 Eugene O’Neill Festival was again a huge success! This year’s
headliner event — O’Neill’s 1922 Pulitzer Prize-winning play “Anna
Christie” — drew sold-out crowds for all eight performances. Our actors were
lauded with standing ovations and clapouts. Our Artistic Director, Eric
Fraisher Hayes, once again captained a live theatre experience that drew
audiences in and inspired engagement with those who attended.

This year, the Foundation also tried something new by including a new play in
the Festival line-up. Written by our 2021 Artist in Residence during her time at
Tao House, Jennifer Maisel’s Yellow Wallpaper: 2.0 2020 had a two-performance
run in downtown Danville. Her play is a modern meditation on Charlotte Perkins
Gilman’s 1892 feminist short story “The Yellow Wallpaper,” and Maisel’s
protagonist is an academic trying to pen an essay about Perkins Gilman while
enduring a 21st-century version of isolation due to COVID lockdown. We hope to
include more new works like this in future festivals.

Highlights include a Book Launch and Whiskey Tasting/Stroll, both hubbed at
Auburn Lounge; a Poetry event at Cottage Jewel; an art event at Pinot’s
Palette; a Nature Walk at Tao House and a Historic Walk in downtown; and

a self-guided Ghost Stroll through downtown Danville that featured some of
our “Ghosts of Tao House.” If you haven’t seen our “Ghosts of Tao House” (a
virtual series that brings O'Neill's characters to life in short snippets), check
them out on our YouTube channel.

A special thanks goes out to our steadfast partner, the National Park Service,
and the countless volunteers who worked tirelessly behind the scenes. Their
coordination, organization, and upbeat engaging attitude helped to make all
of our patrons feel welcome and to pull off eight performances smoothly.

Harley Hammerman Collection in St. Louis

A Eugene O’Neill Symposium was held on October 6 at Washington
University in St. Louis, celebrating the donation, by Harley Hammerman,
of The Hammerman Collection to the University. The Foundation was a
sponsor of the event, and Co-President Carole Wynstra attended.

The Collection contains over 1,500 O’Neill items, including letters,
manuscripts, plays, and memorabilia. Harley explained it was his 10th-
grade English teacher who began his interest in O’Neill. The collection took
over 50 years to create and assemble. This is now the second largest O’Neill
collection after the Beinecke at Yale.

The day included a presentation by playwright Ronan Noone and plenary
talks by Beth Wynstra (Babson College) and Katie Johnson (Miami of
Ohio). Guests enjoyed a guided tour by Joel Minor (Librarian, Special
Collections, Olin Library) of artifacts on display in a 110-foot-long wall case,
which is only a small amount of the total archive.

In the evening our production of The First Man, directed by Eric Fraisher
Hayes was presented in the beautiful Umrath Lounge. Check out The

NPS This summer, the Foundation acquired and
presented to the National Park Service a hand mirror that
O'Neill purchased as a birthday gift

for his typist Jane Caldwell, of whom he was very fond. It
was accompanied by a note written

in O'Neill's hand: “I must warn you that this is an enchanted,
haunted mirror, for whenever you

gaze in it you will see in its secret depth someone staring
back at you with—well, let us say, with an emotion
befitting the loveliness the surface of the mirror reflects.”

In addition, the Board voted to donate six archival items to the
National Park Service for their use at the Eugene O’Neill Historic Site
at Tao House. Among the items donated were: O’'Neill's hand-carved
ring in a devil head design; the original Chinese Gate Symbols from
the courtyard gate; and a dagger that sat on O’Neill’s desk for letter
opening. These items have been stored in the EONF Library vault for
many years as part of the special collection of rare books and archival
materials. They will now be available to showcase at Tao House for
visitors.

taking in a great performance. But, nevertheless,
| did get to take it in, and was duly impressed. It
is such a pleasure to be a part of such wonderful
work.

Other good work in recent months included some outstanding youth
programs, such as the Youth Conservation Corps (YCC) which helped us
maintain our grounds, and amazing interns in both natural resources and
facilities/maintenance. A professional conservator performed conservation
treatment on the Fu Dog sculptures at the base of the stairway at Tao
House, filling in missing sections of wood, and cleaning/polishing the
sculptures. We are wrapping up the less glamorous but critically important
work of conducting a condition assessment of the drainage features
around Tao House and in the



courtyard so we can avoid the flooding that occurred there in last
winter’s atmospheric rivers.

Recently, we had a key transition as Ranger Kelli, who oversaw the
entire interpretive and education program at all four national park sites
our staff manages, moved on to a great new job with the Washington
office of the NPS. We are in the midst of the process of recruiting to fill
her position.

Now here we are at the beginning of a new federal fiscal year, which,
for probably 98% of newsletter readers, has little meaning. But for us
at the park, and for me especially, it is usually a wonderful fresh start,
full of promise, just like a new school year is, or January 1. This new
year will likely see more transitions, not yet known, and more
opportunities, also waiting to be discovered. And what | know is that
your National Park Service team is ready for all of it, looking forward to
working with you to achieve good things, and grateful for the support
the Foundation and its members provide.
